Resolution 15-79, CD1

Honolulu Authority Rapid

Transportation (HART) to

during the April 2nd Transportation
Committee meeting which re-
quests the HART to voluntarily meet
regularly with City and State lead-
ers to provide and report on ralil

construction, financial, revenue,
and budgetary updates.
For t he publicds

urge transparency, this Resolution
requests HART officials to voluntarily
make the arrangements to meet
and provide reports to the City
Council Chair and Budget Chair,
Mayor, Director of Budget and Fis-
cal Services, Senate President,
Speaker of the House of Represent-
atives, Chair of the Senate Ways
and Means Committee, Chair of
the House Finance Committee,
Governor, and State director of
Budget and Finance.

During the Transportation Commit-
tee meeting, the Deputy Director
of the Department of Transporta-
tion Services and Chair of the HART
Board of Directors both testified in

support to Resolution 15 -79, CD1. 8

The legislation passed 1st reading
and was sent to the April Council
meeting for adoption.

Bill 23
Transportation Surcharge

In a Special Council Meeting held
on Wednesday, April 1, the Honolulu
City Council voted to support the
extension of the general excise and
use taxes. Bill 23 (2015), which
passed first reading, was proposed
in anticipation of the state approv-
ing an extension of the 0.5 percent
General Excise Tax for rail. It replac-
es the December 31, 2022 sunset on
the GET surcharge with another
date ithat the Hawaii Statey Legislgy;
ture and Governor will decide dur-
ing this Legislative Session. Both the
Honolulu Authority for Rapid Trans-
portationds Execut

CEO Dan Grabauskas, and Board of
Directors Chairman Ivan Lui Kwan
were present during the hearing to

testify in support for the extension.

Bill 11

Advertising in City Parks

At the committee on Budget on
April 1, 2015, members of the
committee reported out Bill 11
(2015), for passage on second
reading as amended in its CD1
form.

The purpose of this legislation is
to allow limited advertising in
City Parks. Specifically, it would
allow indoor advertising in City
park facilites including com-
mercial advertising, or other ad-
vertising that proposes a com-
nYefcial D trdn8attioR. " Bahrkfs
that include political prejudices,
promotes or appeals to racial,
religious, or ethnic prejudice, or
violence will all be prohibited.

Sister City Relationship
with the City of
Candon, Philippines

1905 when fifteen llocano work-
ers from Candon came to Hon-
olulu to work in the sugarcane
plantations. The relationship be-
tween the two cities have re-
mained strong. Currently, there
are numerous groups in both
Honolulu and Candon that are
working directly together to ac-
tively support cultural, econom-

ic, and educational ties be-
tween the communities.
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
