Resolution 15 -264
Establish New Cycle Track on North King Street

As stated by the Hawaii Bicycling League, Kalihi has the lowest car ownership and highest alterna-

tive transportation rates in our State. Despite that statistic, Kalihi has some of the worst bicycling and

walking conditions. In lieu of those conditions and the upcoming repaving project ton North King

Street and the commencement of construction for the rail project in Kalihi, Councilmember Joey

Manahan introduced Resolution 15 -264 to request the City Administration to establish a new cycle

track on North King Street from Middle Street to the Chinatown area where North King Street be-

comes South King Street. The Resolution is set to be heard in upcoming Transportation Committee

and Full Council Meetings in the next few months.

Bill 55 (2015), CD2
